» Degree shall include a mathematics major, with a minimum of 36 credits in mathematics
» Have attained a minimum undergraduate grade point average of 3.0
e Possess an a master's degree in mathematics or an approved mathematics-related field
» Master's Grade Point Average of 3.0 or better
e  Satisfy the content requirements for New York State initial certification
e Submit two (2) letters of recommendation
e A 500-word essay that explains interest in pursuing this area of study and future career plans
e  Satisfy the content requirements for New York State initial certification
e Participate in an interview
e Meet additional Departmental, divisional, and New York State requirements, if any

e If conditionally admitted, make up requirements starting in the first semester and finishing in no more than three consecutive

semesters
