Candidates must complete a minimum f 30 credits in residence, must fulfill the
requirements for a major or an interdisciplinary program and must pass a writing examination.
Students who do not hold a bachelor’s degree from a college where the language of instruction is
English must have a TOEFL (Test of English as a Foreign Language) score of 500 for admission.
Placement in English courses will be determined by Lehman’s evaluation procedures. The
undergraduate major for the first degree is usually accepted as the minor for the second degree.
