To Access PsycINFO (EBSCOhost)

PsycINFO contains nearly two million citations of journal articles, book chapters, books and dissertations. The journal coverage spans from 1872 to the present. By using EBSCOhost’s collection of databases, you may also find the full text of some of the articles and be able to read them on the screen of the computer. 

1. Go to the Library homepage at Universal Resource Locator (URL) www.lehman.edu/provost/library/index.htm and click on Electronic Databases.


2. Click on P and scroll through the alphabetized list of databases until you reach PsycINFO and click on it.

3. Enter keywords for your topic in the blank box to the right of FIND. On this page you may also LIMIT YOUR RESULTS by full text, journal name, year of publication, population or age group (or other choices). Then, click on SEARCH. Usually results pop up in less than a minute. 

Note that PsycINFO has a slight change: It will automatically SUGGEST SEARCH TERMS unless you click on the checked box to remove the check. Looking at the suggested search terms may help you do a broader, narrower, or more effective search of the database.

4. Click on the title of the article (highlighted in blue) to get more details, including an abstract, key concepts, and subject headings.

5. Where full text is available, you may click on full text (HTML or PDF) to see the complete article on the screen. 

6. If only a citation and abstract are available, print out or note the citation. Return to the library homepage.  To see if Lehman has a paper copy, click on FIND BOOKS AND JOURNAL TITLES IN THE CATALOG. To see if Lehman has an electronic version in another database owned by Lehman College, click on FIND ELECTRONIC JOURNALS BY TITLE. 
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
